CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS

SALE OF SCHOOL AND PUBLIC LANDS

Submitted by the Twenty-eighth Session of the Legislative Assembly of the State of
North Dakota, Being Senate Concurrent Resolution No. H, (Chapter 100,
Session Laws 1943)

Che full text of which proposed Constitutional Amendment is as follows, to-wit:

A Concurrent Resolution Providing for the Amendment of Section 158 of Article 9 of
the Constitution of North Dakota as Amended by Article 13 of the Amendments
Thereof as Turther Amended by Article 50 of the Amendments thereof, Relating
to the Sale of Beliool and Publie Lands, and for Resale to Purchasers on Clontract
Whose Contracts have been Cancelled,

Be It Resolved By The Senate Of The State Of North Dakota, The House Of
Representatives Concurring: \

That the following proposed Amendment to Section 168 of Article 9 of the Con-
stitution of the State oF ']_@ori,h Dakota, as amended by Article 13 of the Amendments
thereof, as further amended by Arficle 50 of the Amendments thereof, is agreed to,
and that the same be submitted to the qualified electora of the State of North Dakota
for approyval or rejection in accordance with the provigions of Section 202 of the Con-
stitution of the Btate of North Dakota as amended.

Section 1. AMENDMENT.) That Section 158 of Article 9 of the Constitution
of the Btate of North Dakota, as amended by Article 13 of the Amendments thereof
as further amended by Article 50 of the amendments thereof, is hereby amended and
re-enacted to réad as follows: :

Seetion 168, No original grant school or ingtitutional land shall be sold for less
than the fair market value thereof, and in no case for less than ten dollars ($10.00)
re‘r acre, provided that when lands have been sold on contract and the contract has
ween eancelled, such lands may be resold without reappraisement by the board of
appraisal, The purchaser shall pay twenty (20) per cent of the purchase price at the
time the contract is executed; t‘i‘-mreaftr:r annual payments shall be made of not less
than six (6) per eent of the original purchase price. An amount equal to not less than
three ﬁ3) per cent per anoum of the unpaid prineipal shall be eredited to interest and
the balanee shall be s plied as payment on principal as eredit on purchase price. The
purchaser may pay all or any installment or installments not yet due to any interest
paying date. If {he purchaser so desires, he may pay the entire balance due on his
eontract with interest to date of payment ab any fime and he will then be entitled
to proper conveyance,

All gales shall be held at the county seat of the county in which the land to be
sold is situated, and shall be at public auetion and to the highest bidder, and notice
of such sale shall be published once ench week for a period of three weeks prior to the
day of sale in a legal newspaper published nearest the land and in the newspaper
designated for the publication of the official proceedings and legal notices within the
county in whieh said land is situated.

No grant or patent for such lands ghall issue until payment is made for the same;

rovided that the ]lxmd contracted to be gold by the Btate shall be subject to taxation
rom the date of the contract, In case the laxes assessed against any of said lands
for any year remain unpaid until the first Monday in Oetober of the following year,
thie contract of sale for such land shall, if thé Board of University and School Lands
g0 determine, by it, be declared null and void. No confract of sale heretofore made
under the provisions of said Section 158 of the Constitution as then pmvidimiﬂ.lmll
be aﬁc{{ect.ed by this amendment, except prepayment of principal may be made as herein
provided.

Any of gaid lands that may be required for townsite purposes, school house sites,
chureh sites, cemetery sites; sites for other edueationnl or charitable institutions,
public parks, air plane landing fields, fair grounds, public highways, railvoad right-of-
way, or other railroad uses and purposes, resorvoirs for the storage of water for ir-
rigation, irrigation eanals, and ditches, drainsge difehes, or for any of the purposes
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for which private lands may be taken under the right of eminent domain under the
Constitution and Laws of this state, may be sold under the provisions of this Artiole,
and shall be paid for in full at the time of sale, or at any time thereafter as herein
provided: Any of said lands and any other lands controlled by the Board of University
and School Landd, may, with the a.pProm] of gaid Board, be exchanged for lands of
the United Btates, the ftate of North Dakota or any county or municipality thereof
as the Legislature may proyvide, and the lands so acquired shall be subject to the trust
to which the lands exchanged therefor were subject, and the State shall reserve all
mineral and water power rights in lands so transferred.

When any of said lands have been heretofore or may be hereafter sold on contract
and the purchaser or his heirs or asgigns is unable, to Jpa,y in full for the land purchase
within twenty years after the date of purchase and such contract is in default and
subject to being declared null and void as by law provided, the Board of University
and Behool Lands may, after declaring such contract null and void, resell the land
deseribed in such contract to such purchazer, his heirs or assigns, for the amount of
the unpaid principal, together with interest thereon reckoned to the date of such resale
at the rate of not less than three (3%;) per cent, but in no case shall the resale price
be more than the original sale price; such contract of resale shall be upon the terms
herein provided, provided this section shall be degmed self-executing insofar as the
provigions for resale herein made are concerned,

The full text of which proposed Constitutional Amendment is as follows, To-wit: ;

A Concurrent Resolution providing for the Amendment of the Constitution of the State
of North Dakota, creating a State Iqualization Fund, and providing for a State
tax levy for sehool purposes.

Be It Resolved By The House Of Representatives Of The State Of North Dakota,
! The Senate Concurring:

That the following proposed amendment to the Constifution of the State of
North Dakota is agreed to and that the same be submitted to the qualified electors of
the state for approval or rejection, in accordance with the provisions of Section 202
of the Constitution of the SBtate of North Dakota as amended,

Section 1, AMENDMENT.Y That the Constitution of the State of North
Dakota is hersby amended by the addition thereto of the following provision:

There is hereby ereated a permanent Btate Hqualization Fund, The Legislative
agsembly shall provide for raising revenue sach year to aid in maintaining and keeping
open to all chilrE-eu of the Btate of North Dakofa a system of elementary and secondary
schools in an amount which shall not exceed four (4) mills on the dollar of sssessed
valuation of all taxable property in the sbate, to be ascertained by the last assepsment
made for state and county purposes, which amount, when and as dollected, shall he

.paid into the State Equalization Fund to be disbursed by the legislature for such school
purposes.
